Without words to convey a wide range of meanings,
communication is not possible in any meaningful way, no matter how successfully you mastered other areas of language. Before 1970
,vocabulary was considered to be marginal and structure received primary attention (Carter,Maccarthy,1988).however after 1910 vocabulary
received a primary attention .today, the question is how to teach vocabulary and not whether it is important or not. A number of ways have
been suggested to teach new words:

A number of studies support learning words in context through guessing and there have been a number of ideas and studies in support of
learning vocabulary through context, there also have been a number of studies against it.

Mondrina and Wit-Deboer (1991) investigated the influence of contextual factors on guess ability and retention of words, their findings
indicated that factors that were conducive to guessing were not conducive to retention. They hypothesized that if context makes meaning very
clear, retention level is actually lowered when there is a strong association of context and meaning (p.262).

Jenkins, Stein and Wysocki (1984) pointed out that learning from context is still a default explanation (p.769).
